Abstract

This research aims to identify the effect of using some psychodrama
techniques with sociodrama on reducing impulsive behavior disorder and
developing social competence in preschool children. The researcher
used the experimental method. The main research sample size was (40)
children, who were divided into two groups: an experimental group of
(20) children and a control group of (20) children. (20) children were
taken as a pilot sample. The most important result was that there were
statistically significant differences in the post-test measurements of the
experimental and control groups in reducing impulsive behavior disorder
and developing social competence in preschool children, in favor of the

experimental group.
