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Effects of Using Six Hats Strategy on Acquisition and
Creative Thinking in Volleyball for Female Students of
Preparatory Stage and Their
attitudes Towards This Strategy

The current research aims to identify the effects of using "Six
Hats" Strategy on improving creative thinking and learning outcomes of
volleyball. The researchers used the quasi-experimental approach.
Research community included female students of the second-year prep of
Al-Rouad Al-Haditha Preparatory School during Y+)V-Y+«YA academic
year (n=Ye+). Participants (n=A+) (¥YZ of research community) were
purposefully chosen and out of them (Y +) were recruited as a pilot sample
while (1 +) represented the main sample. Main sample was divided into
two equivalent groups (experimental = control = Y+). The experimental
group followed the recommended learning program using "Six Hats"
Strategy while the control group followed the regular (instruction and
model) program. Results indicated that:

- There are statistically significant differences between the pre- and
post-measurements of the control group (P <+:,+2) on cognitive
variables in favor of post-measurements.

- There are statistically significant differences between the pre- and
post-measurements of the control group (P <+,+°) on creative thinking
in favor of post-measurements.

- There are statistically significant differences between the pre- and
post-measurements of the experimental group (P <+,:°) on all
research variables in favor of post-measurements.

- There are statistically significant differences between the post-
measurements of the control and experimental groups (P <+,+°) on all
research variables in favor of the experimental group.

- There are statistically significant attitudes among students of the
experimental group concerning the use of Six Hats Strategy in
learning volleyball.
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
