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Emotional intelligence and its effect on the innovative
thinking of karate players

The research aims to identify emotional intelligence and its impact on
the innovative thinking of karate players. The researcher used the
descriptive approach with its steps and procedures using the survey
method, due to its suitability to the nature of the research. On a sample of
(110) players, the exploratory study was also conducted on a sample of
(20) players from the same research community and outside the main
sample, and the most important results were:

— The results of the arbitrators' sincerity showed the agreement of opinions
about the dimensions of the emotional intelligence scale (5) dimensions,
and the agreement about the content of the phrases (50) phrases.
