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The effect of activating the electronic learning management

The research aims to identify the effect of activating the electronic learning
management system (blackboard) on the level of students' performance in
Swimming course 2 and their tendency towards using the blackboard.

The researcher used the experimental method, and the study sample included
40 students intentionally from the sixth and seventh levels of the Department
of Physical Education, College of Education, Jazan University.

And after collecting the data, statistical treatments, and the researcher's
findings, the following conclusions could be reached

1- The proposed program using the electronic learning management system
(blackboard) has a positive effect on the skill test level of the experimental
group and improving the level of cognitive achievement of the experimental
group under discussion in the course of Swimming 2

2- The experimental group that used the proposed program was superior to
the control group that used the traditional method, which indicates the
effectiveness of the proposed program using the electronic learning
management system (blackboard) on learning the skills side and improving
the cognitive aspect of Swimming course 2.

8- Students' attitudes were positive towards using the blackboard.
The most important recommendations are as follows:

1- Encouraging and training faculty members to use the electronic
learning management system (blackboard), as it has been proven
effective.

2- Activating the use of the electronic learning management system
(blackboard on all courses in the Department of Physical Education), as
it has been proven that students have a positive impact as a result of its
use.
